2. On 22 July 2010, the Commission released its revised Campus and community radio policy (Broadcasting Regulatory Policy CRTC 2010-499).  In that policy, the Commission announced a number of changes to the regulatory framework for campus and community radio stations.  In light of this new framework, please comment on the imposition of the following conditions of licence:  - We have no issues with these requirements: item a.b.c.d. It reflects to what we are doing at the present time. But if we were required to measure precisely at 100% each percentages by categories, it would add an unreasonable bureaucratic overload.
a. The licensee shall devote, during each broadcast week, a minimum of 5% of its musical selections to musical selections from Special Interest Music (content category 3), as defined in Public Notice CRTC 2000-14, as amended from time to time.

b. The licensee shall devote, during each broadcast week, at least 15% of its programming to Spoken Word (content category 1) which is comprised of News (content subcategory 11) and Spoken Word – Other (content subcategory 12), as defined in Public Notice CRTC 2000-14, as amended from time to time.  The entirety of this spoken word shall be locally produced (that is, produced by or exclusively for the licensee).

c. The licensee shall devote, during each broadcast week, a minimum of 20% of its musical selections to musical selections from content subcategories other than Pop, rock and dance subcategory (content subcategory 21), as defined in Public Notice CRTC 2000-14, as amended from time to time.

d. The licensee shall devote, in each broadcast week, 12% or more of its musical selections from content category 3 (Special Interest Music) to Canadian selections broadcast in their entirety. This condition of licence will expire upon the coming into force of amendments to the Radio Regulations, 1986, introducing requirements pertaining to the minimum level/percentage of content category 3 musical selections that must be devoted to Canadian selections broadcast in their entirety by campus and community radio undertakings.

4. In section 3.2 (hours of broadcast) of your application form, you indicate that you will broadcast “168” hours per broadcast week. In accordance with the regulations, a "broadcast week" refers to the total number of hours devoted to broadcasting during the 126-hour period extending from 6:00 a.m. to midnight, for seven consecutive days beginning on Sunday.

Volunteer participation:

5. As per paragraph 52-54 of the Campus and community radio policy (CRTC 2010-499) and in light of Broadcasting Notice of Consultation CRTC 2011-174, Call for comments on requirements related to Canadian content and volunteer participation for campus and community radio, 11 March 2011, please elaborate on section 3.7 (Volunteer participation) of your application form which asks you to provide a description of your measures to:

a. facilitate community access to programming;
  - At the present time all programs are hosted by volunteers, with the exception of 2 shows: one of them is done by the producer and the other one is done by the technician.
b. promote the availability of training throughout the community; and
  - By the hosts talking about it during their own show and by word of mouth in the community. We also invite the population to come to our public events of local talents performing live and recording their CD here in our Radio Village Hall. It allows everyone in the community to visit our installations, to participate, to become a member of the radio and to develop a further interest in joining our team of volunteers building their community radio.
c. Provide for the ongoing training and supervision of those within the community wishing to participate in programming.
        - Our paid staff is providing the knowledge to the volunteers who come in weekley to do their shows. The employees are from the community themselves. They were volunteers before and were trained with the suport of emploi Quebec program. The trained volunteers are passing on their knowledge to new volunteers that have an interest in producing their own shows.

Ownership:

6. We refer you to the bylaws filed with the Commission and dated 13 March 2001. 

a. Article 3.1 refers to a board of directors that shall be composed of seven (7) members elected by the General assembly at the Annual General Meeting (A.G.M.).  
b. Article 3.2 refers to the term of appointment for the members of the board of two (2) years of office
c. Article 3.3.2 refers to the fact that no change to the number of directors, their term of service and their remuneration cannot be adopted, repealed, amended or re-enacted unless adopted by bylaws
7. At section 2.2 of your application form you indicated that Dewey Durrell and Maurice Singfield are elected as the only two directors, and that they are directors since 2006.   - No, the 2 available boxes were filled (!) They were 7 members, and since then we have had a AGM and here are the board members: Kate Wisdom – Chairlady, Klaus Bremer – Vice-Chair, Martha Crombie – Secretary, Ralph Bushenbaum – Treasurer, and 3 directors: Dewey Durrell, Maurice Singfield, Eric Wabant. 
a. Please explain how the current board of directors is in compliance with your 2001 bylaws.  -  We do have 7 directors. In 2006 we decided to follow the Quebec General Bylaws for non-profit organisations. We are presently revising the bylaws and we will have to call a general assembly for ratification at wich point we will send you the final version.
b. If the 2001 bylaws have been amended to change the number of directors and term of appointment, please file an executed copy of the supporting document (amended bylaws, resolutions and others as the case may be).  – Mr. Durrell and Mr. Singfield have been there longer than 2 years because they were reelected by acclamation. In those years they were trying to raise money for the equipment. Only in july 2010 we started broadcasting with the 500 watts transmitter, after raising $151,000.00. If you don’t have a copy of the Quebec General bylaws we will send you one. As soon as our revised bylaws are ratified by the assembly, we will forward them to you.
c. Please confirm that the President still assumes the functions of the Chief Executive Officer. – Following the Quebec General Bylaws for non-profit organisations, management of the operations goes as follows: Mr. Maurice Singfield - Director General, Mr. Dewey Durrell – Station Manager. Mr. Singfield and Mr. Durrell answer directly to the board. 
d. Please file a statement confirming the President and the vice-president will be “Canadian” at all times, pursuant to the Direction to CRTC (ineligibility of non-Canadians). – All members of the board are Canadian citizens and will always be as requested.
e. Please explain how the current board of directors complies with the Community Radio Policy in regards to the community representation. – All the board members are from the community. We are working as an not-for-profit organisation as stipulated in article 13 of the Broadcast Regulatory Policy.
The information requested herein should be received at the Commission by no later than 28 April 2011.
