In order to pursue the analysis of the above-mentioned application for licence renewal, please answer the following questions:

Non-compliance: 
Annual return:

1. Section 9(2) of the Regulations states: “On or before November 30 of each year, a licensee shall submit to the Commission a statement of accounts, on the annual return of broadcasting licensee form, for the year ending on the previous August 31”. However, it would appear that Radio communautaire Missisquoi has failed to file its annual returns on time for years 2009 and 2010.

a. Please explain why the apparent non-compliance occurred; - In 2009 we were not broadcasting yet with the 500 watts transmitter: only a 50 watts transmitter so we didn’t provide an annual report. In 2010, we got a delay like everyone else from the CRTC because they had lots of technical problems with the system. Then we got permission from the CRTC (Mr. Durrell spoke to Mrs. Johanne Lafontaine) to produce it later, reason being: hospitalised. After we also had some technical problems with the system like so many people. 
b. What measures/plans have been or will be put in place to ensure future compliance with the Regulations? - Unforseen circumstances do warrant changes to our daily lives and workloads thus changes will have to be ajusted accordingly to the prevailing circumstances. 
2. Given this apparent non-compliance, please comment on the possibility that the Commission may impose a short term renewal on your station in accordance with Circular No. 444.  – This been only our first renewal, we agree that we could have made some mistakes on the way. Wich would be only human. We feel that we do not merit a penalty as strong as you have suggested.
The information requested herein should be received at the Commission by no later than 6 May 2011. 
Further, the Commission notes that you have requested an extension of time to reply to its letter sent on April 24th.  The Commission extends your deadline to 6 May 2011.

A copy of this letter and your reply should be added to your application to be made available for public examination. 

We also ask that you repeat each question in your reply.
